Diggin’ in Devonwood
It’s time to hop into spring, and wake up our lawns with a healthy feeding of fertilizers. Soon our lawn will be waking up hungry from the winter months. Lawns require 4-5 feedings per year, and the first feeding should be applied with the first mowing.  Now is the right time to start fertilizing to help strengthen the grass’ roots before the heavy growing season.  In early Spring, (Feb. to April), before temperatures are in the warm 80’s, apply a combination fertilizer with a pre-emergent to control crabgrass growth, such as Scott’s Halts Crabgrass Preventer. (Before application, it is best to rake your lawn to prevent disturbing the fertilizer’s protective barriers.)
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Please support our landscaping sponsor, Marietta Nursery, on Wooten Lake behind Publix, and visit them for your landscape needs.  Last year they generously donated $250 in landscaping material to help beautify our entrance and pool area.  Marietta Nursery has sponsored several neighborhoods in the area, and we appreciate their generosity. The staff will help you decide on the best fertilizer for your lawn care needs and have a huge selection of plants and landscaping material for you to choose for the Spring and Summer planting season.  

Just in case you find yourself still in the winter “hibernating” mode, and you are not in the mood to deal with your lawn, now is also the optimal time to consider calling upon the multiple lawn care services in the metro area.  A lawn care provider will take all the guess-work away by choosing the proper fertilizer and application schedule for you.
