New Architectural Control Committee (ACC) Chair
As you may remember, we had a few positions open during our election time; CHRIS CAVA has filled ACC Chair.  You may remember that the responsibilities of this position include reviewing homeowner’s plans for external improvements to their lots (i.e., fences, decks, etc) and making sure homeowner’s properties are up to the standards of the Devonwood Homeowner’s Covenants (i.e. grass needs cutting, house needs painting, etc.).  The “Official” Description from the covenants is below.   

Purpose, Powers and Duties of the Architectural Control Committee.  The purpose of the Architectural Control Committee is to assure that the installation, construction or alteration of any Structure on any Lot is submitted to the Architectural Control Committee for approval (i) as to whether the Proposed installation, construction or alteration is in conformity and harmony of external design and general quality with the existing standards of the development of the Property; and (ii) as to the location of Structures with respect to topography, finished ground elevation and surrounding Structures.  To the extent necessary to carry out such purpose, the Architectural Control Committee shall have all of t he powers and duties to do each and every thing necessary, suitable, convenient or proper for, or in connection with or incidental to, the accomplishment of such purpose, including, without being limited to, the power and duty to approve or disapprove plans and specifications for any installation, construction or alteration of any Structure on any Lot.

Parking Committee Chairperson

The responsibilities of this position are to insure that residents do not habitually park on the street.  If they do, a warning is issued to the offending homeowner.  If they continue, a ticket is then issued with a fine.  If they don’t pay the fine, a lien can be filed on their house.  If they still park on the street the car must be towed.
